“We are honored to have the opportunity to represent the Christmas tree growers of America, 

by continuing the tradition of providing a farm-grown Christmas tree to the White House, 

which will be viewed by millions of people. This year, our Christmas tree also showcases the 

resilience of Christmas tree farmers and communities across western North Carolina affected 

by Hurricane Helene.” said Sam Cartner.  

The spectacular Fraser fir was hand selected by Robert Downing, White House Chief Usher, 

and Dale Haney, White House Superintendent of Grounds at Cartner’s farm in North Carolina 

on October 28th.
